CALL TO ORDER 

Mayor Ervin called the April 8, 2024 regular meeting of Florence City Council to order at 1:01 p.m. 

INVOCATION 

Mayor Ervin gave the invocation for the meeting. The pledge of allegiance to the American Flag followed 
the invocation . 

APPROVAL OF MINUTES 

Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson made a motion to adopt the minutes of the March 18, 2024 Regular 
Meeting and Councilwoman Barnes seconded the motion . The minutes were unanimously (6-0) adopted 
with Councilman McCall having not yet arrived.

Pro tern Jebaily made a motion to add this item to the April 8, 2024 regular meeting agenda and 
Councilman Smith seconded the motion . Council voted 6-0 in favor of the motion, with Councilman 
McCall having not yet arrived. The motion passed.

APPEARANCES BEFORE COUNCIL 

Mv Brother's Keeper 

Pam Dauksch, Henry Badie, and Marcus Simmons appeared before council to give an update regarding 
My Brother ' s-Keeper. 

Ms. Dauksch said it takes a little over an hour to deliver meals to the parks and hotels and the number of 
people they serve continues to increase. Ms. Dauksch expressed her gratitude for all the support My 
Brother's Keeper has received over the years. The organization is in its fifth year and has served over a 
quarter million meals to date. Mentoring programs have been implemented at Wilson High School and 
Delmae Heights Elementary School and meal delivery service has been added to the hotels on Highway 
52. My Brother' s Keeper currently services the areas of North Florence, West Florence, and East 
Florence, as well as Highway 52 and provides meals to those who are unable to travel. 

Henry Badie said My Brother's Keeper has collaborated with multiple churches and agencies in the Pee 
Dee region over the last year. Through their various partnerships, My Brother's Keeper has been able to 
serve an additional 1800 meals each week. 

Marcus Simmons said currently, South Florence is the only area in Florence where there is currently no 
route. Mr. Simmons requested help and funding from the City for the purchase of a small van to assist 
with servicing this area. 

Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson asked for the number of volunteers that work with My Brother' s 
Keeper. Marcus Simmons said there are currently 100 volunteers that serve on a weekly basis. 
Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson asked for the number of meals served each day. Mr. Simmons said they 
serve between 200-250 meals per day. Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson thanked My Brother' s Keeper 
for all they do to feed the homeless in the community. 

Councilman Braddock thanked My Brother' s Keeper for their service to the community. 

Councilman Smith asked Mr. Simmons to elaborate on the stops, along the routes, that My Brother' s 
Keeper service. Mr. Simmons said they stop at the city parks at 2:30pm and deliver meals to homebound 
individuals prior to the parks stops . Once meals have been delivered to the parks, meals are delivered to 
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the hotels on Highway 52. Councilman Smith thanked My Brother's Keeper for their service to the 
community. 

Pro tern Jebaily said some citizens may be concerned that there is an overlap of service with organizations 
feeding the community. Pro tern Jebaily asked Mr. Simmons to share how local organizations come 
together to fulfill the need of food in the community. Mr. Simmons said My Brother's Keeper has 
partnered with The Salvation Army, Performance Food Group, and various other organizations to 
distribute meals throughout the area. Everyone works together to fulfill the needs of the community. 

Councilwoman Barnes acknowledged homelessness within the school district and thanked My Brother's 
Keeper for providing meals to these students. 

Mayor Ervin thanked My Brother's Keeper for their service to the community and said growth happens 
when we all work together and the growth of this organization is evident and being shown through their 
various partnerships. 

Ms. Elaine Chandler 

Elaine Chandler appeared before council to speak on concerns with the homeless in the community. She 
acknowledged a letter she sent to city council regarding the topic of discussion. Ms. Chandler thanked 
Mayor Ervin, Chief Heidler, Sheriff Joye and local law enforcement officers that have helped to improve 
conditions at the strip mall across from Magnolia Mall. From mid-February to now, there has been one 
offender and Ms. Chandler acknowledged there are city ordinances to address the current situation at this 
property. Trash near Fairfield Inn has been an ongoing issue and there has been a request to have it picked 
up. Ms. Chandler said she will get involved and will volunteer with local organizations to have a positive 
input in the community. 

Mayor Ervin informed Ms. Chandler that community input is not viewed as negative and any concerns 
regarding the community can be brought to the attention of council. As leaders, council is unable to be 
everywhere, but citizens are everywhere and can recognize when situations need to be addressed. She 
encouraged Ms. Chandler to continue to voice her concerns and be involved in the community. 

Mr. Jon Weiss 

Jon Weiss, CEO of House of Hope, appeared before council to introduce himself and speak on a recently 
announced project. Mr. Weiss thanked council for their support of House of Hope over the years and for 
all they have done to serve those in need in the comm unity. House of Hope consists of homeless shelters, 
recovery programs, Hope Village, and many other services. Currently, House of Hope is in the process of 
raising money for a community resource center. This will be a safe place for people to come during the 
day to shower, get a hot meal , have a church congregation, and utilize case workers. 

Councilman Smith inquired on the proposed location of the community resource center. Mr. Weiss said 
the center would be located approximately 300-SOOft from the Courtney McGinnis Graham Shelter. 

Councilwoman Barnes thanked Mr. Weiss and spoke in favor of the community resource center. She said 
there is a concern that due to Florence growing so rapidly and the addition of more resources, like the 
behavioral health center, in the area it will bring more homeless; however, Florence is a beautiful 
community and these resources help address certain needs to improve the community. 
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Pro tern Jebaily thanked Mr. Weiss and asked if a detailed proposal regarding the community resource 
center could be provided to council. Mr. Weiss answered yes. 

Councilman Braddock expressed his excitement of Mr. Weiss being a part of House of Hope and 
concurred with Pro tern Jebaily regarding the proposal being provided to council. Councilman Braddock 
asked Mr. Weiss for the projected cost of the project and Mr. Weiss said the projected cost is $1.5-$1.75 
million. Councilman Braddock asked how much funding has been secured so far and Mr. Weiss answered 
$750,000 has been secured by two donors who have supported House of Hope over the years. 
Councilman Braddock said with two donors helping to secure half of the cost of this project, other 
organizations should be able to assist House of Hope with reaching their goal. 

Mayor Ervin congratulated Mr. Weiss on his new role as the Executive Director of House of Hope.

Councilman Smith made a motion to adopt Bil l No . 2024-05 on second reading and Councilwoman 
NeSmith-Jackson seconded the motion. 

Council voted unanimously (7-0) in favor of the motion. Bill No. 2024-05 was adopted. 

Bill No. 2024-06- Second Reading 
An Ordinance to annex and zone NC-15 2506 Parsons Gate, identified as Florence County Tax Map 
Number 01221-01-285.' 

Councilwoman Barnes made a motion to adopt Bill No. 2024-06 on second reading and Councilwoman 
NeSm ith-Jackson seconded the motion. 

Council voted unanimously (7-0) in favor of the motion. Bill No. 2024-06 was adopted. 

Bill No. 2024-07- Second Reading 
An Ordinance to rezone 709 and 711 West Darlington Street from NC-6.2 to NC-6.3, identified as 
Florence County Tax Map Numbers 90060-11-002 and 90060-11-017. 

Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson made a motion to adopt Bill No. 2024-07 on second reading and 
Councilman Smith seconded the motion. 

Council voted unanimously (7-0) in favor of the motion. Bill No. 2024-07 was adopted. 
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INTRODUCTION OF ORDINANCES 

Bill No. 2024-08- First Reading 
An Ordinance to rezone a portion of 186 Dunbarton Drive from CG to IL, identified as 
Florence County Tax Map Number 00099-01-020. 

Councilman McCall made a motion to pass Bill No. 2024-08 on first reading and Councilwoman Barnes 
seconded the motion. 

Mr. Clint Moore, Assistant City Manager of Development, reported this is a request to rezone a portion of 
186 Dunbarton Drive from general commercial to light industrial. The applicant previously appeared 
before Planning Commission to request the rezoning to heavy commercial. Planning Commission asked 
staff to work with the applicant to see what their intended use of the property would be. After discussion 
with staff, the applicant amended their request to light industrial and Planning Commission voted 
unanimously to recommend the zoning request. Currently, the ACS Technology building is located on the 
property and is listed as 180 and 186 Dunbarton Drive. The property will be subdivided, and the rezoning 
will be applied to the back portion, which is located to the rear of the lot away from the frontage road and 
is adjacent to the UPS distribution center and a proposed multifamily residential property. Both the UPS 
distribution center and the multifamily residential property are in the county. There will be buffer 
requirements between the general commercial and multifamily zonings and Beaver Dam Creek runs along 
the back. Mr. Moore provided details on what is permitted with light industry versus heavy industry 
zoning. The property will not be visible from the road and will sit behind the current ACS Technology 
building. 

Pro tern Jebaily asked if the portion alongside the ACS property is the ingress and egress to the property . 
Mr. Moore answered yes. Pro tern Jebaily asked for the number of units going into the multifamily 
property adjacent to the ACS property. Mr. Moore said there will be approximately 300 units. 

Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson asked if the applicant was UPS and Mr. Moore answered that the 
applicant is a private group based out of Charlotte. Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson asked what type of 
business would be located here. Mr. Moore said it would be a transfer storage facility to store semi-trucks, 
overnight storage, and standard storage. Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson asked if trucks would be able 
to park for a fee and Mr. Moore clarified that it would not be a truck facility where people could spend the 
night, but more so a transfer area where companies could drop off vehicles and other drivers could pick 
up and use as necessary. 

Councilman McCall asked for the recommendation from Planning Commission. Mr. Moore said that it 
was a unanimous recommendation from Planning Commission to rezone the property to light industrial. 
Councilman McCall also asked if there was a staff recommendation. Mr. Moore said that staff did not 
recommend heavy industrial due to a multitude of uses that could impact the area. With the proposed use 
of light industrial, it is in compliance with the adjacent properties. 

Councilman Smith asked if loud noises and chemicals would be permitted with the light industrial zoning. 
Mr. Moore answered no. 

Councilman Braddock asked for the size of the property that is being rezoned . Mr. Moore said the entire 
property is approximately 17 acres and the portion to be rezoned is approximately 11 acres . 

Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson asked what type of buffers would be required . Mr. Moore said it 
depends on the use of the adjacent properties . The portion of the property adjacent to the multifamily 
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residential zoning would require a 20 foot buffer with trees and landscaping. The buffer requirements 
become less for the portion of the property adjacent to the industrial property. 

Council voted unanimously (7-0) in favor of the motion . Bill No. 2024-06 was passed on first reading. 

Bill No. 2024-09 - First Reading 
An Ordinance to annex and zone NC-6.1 four lots along Rosemount Drive, identified as 
Florence County Tax Map Numbers 00152-01-146, 00152-01-147, 00152-01-148, and 
00152-01-149. 

Councilwoman Barnes made a motion to pass Bill No. 2024-09 on first reading and Councilman McCall 
seconded the motion. 

Mr. Jerry Dudley, Director of Planning, reported this is a request to annex and zone four lots along 
Rosemount Drive. The proposed zoning is NC-6.1, which is consistent with the adjacent subdivision and 
future land use maps and will add four additional lots to the existing subdivision . Water service is 
available to all four lots and sewer will be extended to the lots by the developer. Planning Comm ission 
voted unanimously to recommend the rezoning request and city staff concurs with the recommendation . 

Pro tern Jebaily asked ifNC-6.1 zoning is single family residential. Mr. Dudley answered yes and said 
this zoning requires a minimum of a 6,000 square foot lot. 

Council voted unanimously (7-0) in favor of the motion. Bill No. 2024-09 was passed on first reading .

Mrs. Hines thanked Council for the recognition and said her love for Florence allowed her to serve over 
30 years on Planning Commission. The city has made a lot of strides over the years and new opportunities 
have been made availab le for those who wish to return to Florence after college. 
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Councilman McCall thanked Mrs. Hines for her dedicated service and also acknowledged her 30-year 
tenure with Planning Commission and said Mrs. Hines is a true beacon of hope for the community. 

Councilman Smith, Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson, and Mayor Ervin also thanked Mrs. Hines for her 
service to the community. 

Council voted unanimously (7-0) to pass Resolution No . 2024-13. Resolution No. 2024-13 was passed.

Pro tern Jebaily deferred his nomination to the Board. 

MAYORAL REPORT 

Mayor Ervin spoke of the Harbor Freight Fellowship that was hosted in the City of Florence last month 
and presented a sculpture she received at the event to council. The Harbor Freight Fellowship works to 
facilitate relationships between students and industries and local industries partnered with the Harbor 
Freight Fellowship to make the event a success. Mayor Ervin also acknowledged Future Entrepreneurs 
who recently took local youth on a trip to Dubai. Mayor Ervin acknowledged the Levy Park project and 
said the city received notice that over $8.9 million in grant funding has been awarded for the project. She 
further said the community will be able to give input regarding this project. 

COMMITTEE REPORTS 

Business Development Committee, Chaired by Pro tern Jebaily 

Pro tern Jebaily said that the committee and city staff had a robust conversation regarding the status of 
grants. The grants amount to $47 million and $22.2 million worth of additional grants are under review. 
The city received notice last week that a grant would be awarded to the city for the "Reimagination 
Project" at Levy Park. Pro tern Jebaily asked Scotty Davis, City Manager, to provide a brief update 
regarding the grant. 

Mr. Davis said that the $8 .927 million grant will allow the city to enhance and expand Levy Park. Mr. 
Davis spoke of key partners who played a part in securing the funding for Levy Park . The City of 
Florence received the second highest amount awarded. 

Mayor Ervin said the recipients of the funding can be found on the National Parks Service website. 

Pro tern Jebaily acknowledged and thanked Councilman Smith for assisting him with securing the 
matching funds for the Levy Park project. The State of South Carolina gave $2.75 million of the $3.7 
million that the city gave towards this project. Pro tern Jebaily acknowledged and thanked al l partners 
who were involved in the effort to demolish the old motel , so that the expansion of Levy Park cou ld take 
place. 

Mayor Ervin also thanked all partners who were involved in the demolition of the old motel and the Levy 
Park expansion project. 
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Community Development Committee, Chaired by Councilwoman Barnes 

Councilwoman Barnes said the committee is looking forward to the improvements that will take place at 
Levy Park and it will be a great feature for the gateway into the city. Councilwoman Barnes 
acknowledged partners who were involved with this effort. While some citizens have asked about 
improvements for the other city parks, Councilwoman Barnes said this grant money was awarded 
specifically for the Levy Park project. Councilwoman Barnes also expressed excitement for the 
amphitheater that is to be constructed at Dr. Iola Jones Park. 

Marketing and Public Relations Committee, Chaired by Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson 

Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson recognized that April is Autism Awareness Month . An update 
regarding the city ' s chat bot was given. The committee and city staff are working on a road safety 
awareness campaign and working on a website update. The Florence Police Department will present for 
the next City University session . Members with Leadership Florence who were present for today ' s 
meeting were acknowledged. 

Mayor Ervin informed Councilwoman NeSmith-Jackson that she is looking at ways for the city to host a 
City Youth University for the youth in the community, and more information is to come. 

Finance, Audit and Budget Committee, Chaired by Councilman McCall 

Councilman McCall said the committee received an update on the rental registry and reviewed the 
monthly financial reports . The roundup program will begin on May 1st. Residents were able to opt-out of 
the program for six months prior and are able to opt-out of the program at any time. Residents who decide 
to opt-out of the program will not be able to apply for financial assistance with the roundup program.

CALL TO ORDER 

Mayor Ervin called the April 16, 2024 special meeting of Florence City Council to order at 9:15 a.m. 

BUS TOUR OF CITY FACILITIES AND CURRENT PROJECTS 

Carolina Theater 

The first destination of the tour was Carolina Theater located in downtown Florence. Mr. Clint Moore, 
Assistant City Manager of Development, said Carolina Theater is currently in Phase I of construction. In 
2018, a bond was issued for $2,000,000 for project costs. Due to the COVID-19 pandemic and inflation, 
the original design required modification. Phase I project cost is $500,000 and includes a $300,000 grant 
received from the state. The remaining funds will be preserved in hopes to secure matching funds for the 
remaining phases. Upon completion, Carolina Theater will be utilized as a conference and event space. 
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Behavioral Health Facility 

The next destination was the Behavioral Health Facility located on Cedar Street. Mr. Moore said state 
funds in the amount of $100,000,000 have been invested for the project and construction is underway. 
While many partners are involved, MUSC is overseeing project management and the state is completing 
all permitting for the project. Upon completion, this facility will serve as a regional behavioral hub. 

Slim Chickens, Dunkin Donuts, and Murphy's Gas Station 

Mr. Moore said Slim Chickens, Dunkin Donuts and Murphy's Gas Station are an example of a 
commercial development project that has gone very well. The property was annexed into the City in 
January 2023. Plans were submitted in May 2023 and the land disturbance permit was issued following 
the submittal. All three businesses received their building permits in August 2023 . Currently, only Slim 
Chickens has received their Certificate of Occupancy and is open for business. Dunkin Donuts and 
Murphy ' s Gas Station are soon to follow . 

Bluffs at Mill Creek 

Mr. Moore featured the Bluffs at Mill Creek as an example of a residential development project. This is a 
large, 250 tract home development project. The property was annexed, and the City entered into a 
development agreement with the developer in 2021 . A development agreement protects the developer by 
vesting property rights, such as the zoning, or from the effect of changing policies. They also protect the 
municipality by defining the responsibilities of the City. In February 2022, the sketch plan went before 
Planning Commission for approval. Following Planning Commission approval, the development plan was 
submitted to staff for approval in November 2022 . The land disturbance permit was issued in May 2023 
which initiated the start of inspections to ensure the project is being developed to specifications. 
Construction begins once the developer pays the tap fees and receives the building permit. Upon the 
completion of a residential development project, the newly added infrastructure wi II become the City's 
burden to maintain. 

There was discussion on the impacts a residential project has on all City departments and potential fees 
that could be imposed to mitigate some of these impacts. Mr. Scotty Davis, City Manager, said one of the 
biggest challenges with these residential developments is having to provide services before the City 
realizes any revenue, such as property taxes. 

Wastewater Treatment Plant 

Mr. Josh Whittington, Utilities Director, began the tour of the Wastewater Treatment Plant by discussing 
the various apparatus and the treatment process. Wastewater enters the plant by flowing through a screen 
that removes large, inorganic matter. Wastewater then flows to the aeration basins where liquids and 
solids begin to separate and treatment begins. Liquids will then be disinfected and discharged into the Pee 
Dee River. Solids are removed from the tanks and are either used as compost or hauled to the landfill. 

Mr. Michael Hem ingway, Economic and Utility Planning Director, gave a brief overview of the planned 
expansion of the Wastewater Treatment Plant. The current site of the treatment plant is approximately 100 
acres with room for expansion. The expansion will increase capacity from 22 million gallons per day to 
33 million gallons per day and more aeration basins and clarifiers will be added as well as an increase to 
the effluent station. 

Council and staff toured the Wastewater administration building to include the control room and lab. 
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Public Works and Animal Shelter 

Mr. Adam Swindler, Public Works Director, began the tour of Public Works by showcasing the many 
needs of the site. 

The mulch yard was the first stop and is the result of all the yard waste that is collected. Eventually, new 
mulching equipment will be necessary. 

The tour then proceeded through the Public Works administration building, the sign shop and equipment 
maintenance. 900-1000 pieces of equipment are maintained by equipment maintenance employees in the 
shop. At approximately 50 years old, the shop does not have the adequate space and equipment necessary 
to service the amount of fleet in the City. The outdated space, equipment, and amenities also make it 
difficult to recruit new employees. 

Up next was the sanitation division. The sanitation division currently houses 30-33 employees with the 
potential to add more to maintain routes. Mr. Swindler spoke of the need to add offices, meeting and 
training rooms, lockers, and showers for employees. 

The beautification and facilities division was toured next which houses the streets division and 
management staff. Currently, this division is located in a temporary construction trailer and there is an 
increased need for a new space. 

Also located on the public works site is the compliance office, utility operations building, and the utilities 
shed. 

Mr. Swindler provided Council with a tour of the animal shelter and spoke of the need for facility repairs 
to include interior and exterior paint. Some capital money has been included in the budget for some 
improvements. 

Surface Water Treatment Plant 

The last stop was the Surface Water Treatment Plant. Mrs. Brenda Echandy, Water Production 
Superintendent, provided an overview of the water treatment process. The water treatment plant was built 
approximately 20 years ago and its current capacity is rated for l 0 million gallons per day with an average 
of 7 million gallons per day. Water enters the plant from the Pee Dee River raw water i11ta 
approximately 3 miles away. Water initially goes through a pretreatment process. Following pretreatment, 
caustic is added for pH adjustment before entering the sedimentation basin and filters. Upon leaving the 
filters, water goes to the transfer wells for disinfection. The treatment plant has an on-site lab certified by 
the Department of Health and Environmental Control where samples are tested regularly. 

Mr. Hemingway said the Surface Water Treatment Plant is currently in the process of an expansion that 
will increase capacity to 20 million gallons per day and will also upgrade the plant as necessary to remove 
Per- and polyfluoroalkyl substances (PF AS). The expansion will cost approximately $210 million and is 
slated to begin in September. The expansion will duplicate the current treatment facilities as well as add 
another raw water line. The new facilities will be built and on line before repairs are made to existing 
facilities .

On March 12, 2024, the City of Florence Planning Commission voted unanimously (8-0) to approve 

the zoning designation of Light Industrial for the rear portion of the parcel while retaining the 

Commercial General zoning designation for the front portion of the parcel fronting on Dunbarton Drive. 

III. POINTS TO CONSIDER:

b. Approve the zone change by ordinance with modifications; 

c. Deny the zone change; or

Council, or an ad hoc committee for further consideration.

AN ORDINANCE TO RAISE REVENUE AND ADOPT A BUDGET FOR THE CITY OF 
FLORENCE, SOUTH CAROLINA, FOR THE FISCAL YEAR BEGINNING JULY 1, 2024, 

AND ENDING JUNE 30, 2025. 

WHEREAS, § 5-7-260 of the South Carolina Code of Laws (as amended) requires that a 
Municipal Council shall act by ordinance to adopt budgets and levy taxes pursuant to public 
notice. 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the City Council of the City of Florence in Council 
duly assembled and by the authority of the same: 

Section 1 

(a) There is hereby adopted a General Fund budget for the City of Florence for the fiscal 
year beginning July 1, 2024, and ending June 30, 2025, as filed in the office of the City 
Clerk which is hereby incorporated by reference as if set forth fully herein, providing for 
revenues and appropriations in a total amount of $51,417,500. 

(b) Further, there is hereby adopted a General Fund Debt Service Fund budget for the City 
of Florence for fiscal year beginning July 1, 2024, and ending June 30, 2025, as filed in 
the office of the City Clerk which is hereby incorporated by reference as if set forth fully 
herein, providing for revenues and appropriations in the total amount of $694,000. 

(c) Further, there is hereby adopted a Water and Sewer Utilities Enterprise Fund budget 
for the City of Florence for fiscal year beginning July 1, 2024, and ending June 30, 2025, 
as filed in the office of the City Clerk which is hereby incorporated by reference as if set 
forth fully herein, providing for revenues and appropriations in a total amount of 
$49,864,500. 

(d) Further, there is hereby adopted a Stormwater Utility Enterprise Fund budget for the 
City of Florence for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2024, and ending June 30, 2025, 
as filed in the office of the City Clerk which is hereby incorporated by reference as if set 
forth fully herein providing for revenues and appropriations in the total amount of 
$1,807,000. 

(e) Further, there is hereby adopted a Water and Sewer Utilities Construction Fund budget 
for the City of Florence for fiscal year beginning July 1, 2024, and ending June 30, 2025, 
as filed in the office of the City Clerk which is hereby incorporated by reference as if set 
forth fully herein, providing for revenues and appropriations in a total amount of 
$19,015,000. 

(f) Further, there is hereby adopted a Stormwater Utility Construction budget for the City 
of Florence for fiscal year beginning July 1, 2024, and ending June 30, 2025, as filed in 
the office of the City Clerk which is hereby incorporated by reference as if set forth fully 
herein, providing for revenues and appropriations in a total amount of $541,000. 



(g) Further, there is hereby adopted a Water and Sewer Utilities Equipment Replacement 
Fund budget for the City of Florence for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2024, and 
ending June 30, 2025, as filed in the office of the City Clerk which is hereby incorporated 
by reference as if set forth fully herein providing for revenues and appropriations in the 
total amount of $1,477,000. 

(h) Further, there is hereby adopted a Stormwater Utility Equipment Replacement Fund 
budget for the City of Florence for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2024, and ending 
June 30, 2025, as filed in the office of the City Clerk which is hereby incorporated by 
reference as if set forth fully herein providing for revenues and appropriations in the 
total amount of $325,000. 

(i) Further, there is hereby adopted a Hospitality Fund budget for the City of Florence for 
the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2024, and ending June 30, 2025, as filed in the office 
of the City Clerk which is hereby incorporated by reference as if set forth fully herein 
providing for revenues and appropriations in the total amount of $6,619,000. Authorized 
as part of this ordinance and incorporated into the Hospitality Fund budget is a 
commitment by the City of Florence to contribute to the operations and maintenance 
costs of the Florence County Museum for the fiscal year beginning July 1, 2024, and 
ending June 30, 2025, pursuant to the Memorandum of Understanding Between 
Florence County and the City of Florence dated April 25, 2013. 

Section 2 

In accordance with § 6-1-320 of the South Carolina Code of Laws (as amended), a tax for 
general operating purposes for the period from July 1, 2024, and ending June 30, 2025, for 
the sums and in the amount hereinafter mentioned, is and shall be levied, collected, and paid 
into the treasury of the City of Florence for the operational use and service thereof. A tax of 
sixty four and one-tenth (64.1) mills upon each one dollar ($1.00) in value of real estate and 
personal property of every description owned and used in the City of Florence, South 
Carolina, is and shall be levied and paid into the City treasury for the credit to the City of 
Florence for the corporate purposes, improvements, and for the purpose of paying current 
operating expenses of said municipality. Such tax, set at the same operating millage rate as 
the previous fiscal year, is levied on property assessed for taxation for County and State 
purposes. 

Section 3 

In accordance with of§ 6-1-320 of the South Carolina Code of Laws (as amended) , a tax for 
general obligation bond indebtedness for the period from July 1, 2024, and ending June 30, 
2025, for the sums and in the amount hereinafter mentioned, is and shall be levied, collected, 
and paid into the treasury of the City of Florence for the purpose of meeting general obligation 
bond debt service requirements. A tax of up to, but not exceeding, four (4.0) mills upon each 
one dollar ($1.00) in value of real estate and personal property of every description owned 
and used in the City of Florence, South Carolina, is and shall be levied and paid into the City 
treasury for the credit to the City of Florence for the purpose of providing and paying for 
general obligation bond debt of the municipality. Such tax is levied on property that is 
assessed for taxation for County and State purposes. 



Section 4 

In accordance with § 23-47-10 through § 23-47-80 of the South Carolina Code of Laws (as 
amended), and§ 14-93 through§ 14-98 of the City of Florence, SC Code of ordinances (as 
amended) , funding is and shall be provided to allow for the operation, maintenance, and 
enhancements of the E-911 system through a monthly charge of seventy-seven cents ($0. 77) 
upon each local exchange access line in the area served by or which would be served by the 
E-911 service and/or system of the City. Such charges are specifically enforceable under § 
23-47-50 (B) of the SC Code of Laws. E-911 fees collected by the City of Florence shall be 
used to fund the acquisition of Police and Fire communications equipment in compliance with 
§ 23-47-40 (B) of the South Carolina Code of Laws, as amended. 

Section 5 

The City Manager shall administer the budget and may authorize the transfer of appropriate 
funds within and between departments as necessary to achieve the goals of the budget. The 
City Manager is authorized to assign fund balance intended to be used for specific purposes. 

Section 6 

The City Manager or his designee is authorized to execute all necessary documents relating 
to the lease-purchase financing of equipment specifically authorized in the budget as 
presented or amended by City Council for fiscal year beginning July 1, 2024, and ending 
June 30, 2025. This action further constitutes a resolution of City Council authorizing and 
approving such equipment for lease-purchase acquisition, and this ordinance shall serve as 
representation of this resolution. 

Section 7 

If for any reason, any sentence, clause , or provision of this Ordinance shall be declared 
invalid, such shall not affect the remaining provisions thereof. 

Section 8 

That all ordinances or parts of ordinances conflicting with the provisions of this Ordinance 
are hereby repealed, insofar as the same affect this Ordinance. 



Section 9 

That this Ordinance shall become effective on July 1, 2024.

which a taxpayer files a "Notice oflntent to Rehabilitate". For purposes of this item, a building 
or structure that otherwise qualified as an "abandoned building" may be subdivided into 
separate unites or parcels, which units or parcels may be owned by the same taxpayer or 
different taxpayers, and each unit or parcel is deemed to be an abandoned building site for 
purposes of determining whether each subdivided parcel is considered to be abandoned ... 
(emphasis added). 

(2) "Building Site" means the abandoned building together with the parcel of land 
upon which it is located and other improvements located on the parcel. However, the area of the 
building site is limited the land upon which the abandoned building is located and the land 
immediately surrounding such building used for parking and other similar purposes directly 
related to the building's income producing use. 

(6) "Rehabilitation Expense" means the expense or capital expenditures incurred in 
the rehabilitation, demolition, renovation or redevelopment of the building site, including 
without limitations, the renovation or redevelopment of existing buildings, environmental 
remediation, site improvements, and the construction of new buildings and other improvements 
on the building site ... (emphasis added).

The foregoing consent shall be the sole approval 
necessary from the City for SCDOT to complete the proj ect under the Project Plans and constitutes a 
waiver of any and a ll other requirements with regard to construction w ithin the City ' s limits. The 
foregoing waiver and consent shall also extend to the benefit of utility companies engaged in relocating 
utility lines on account of the project. Further, the City shall exempt all existing and new right-of-way 
and all other properties purchased in connection with right-of-way for the highway(s) from any general or 
special assessment against real property for municipal services. 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City will assist SCDOT in causing all water, sewer and 
gas pipes, manholes, or fire hydrants, and all power or telephone lines or poles located within the existing 
right-of-way to be relocated at the utility company 's expense, except where the utility can demonstrate a 
prior right of occupancy. To the extent that City-owned utilities are to be relocated, those utility lines 
and/or appurtenances may be replaced upon the new highway right-of-way at such locations as may be 
approved by SCDOT. SCDOT shall not be liable for damages to property or injuries to persons as a 
consequence of the placing, maintenance, or removal of any utilities by the City or its contractors. Future 
utility installations by the City within the limits of the new right-of-way after project completion shall be 
pursuant to a standard utility encroachment permit obtained in the normal course and issued pursuant to 
SCDOT's "A Policy for Accommodating Utilities on Highway Rights-of-Way." 

BE IT FURTHER RESOLVED, that the City hereby signifies its intention to faithfully observe 
the provisions of Chapter 5, Title 56, Code of Laws of South Carolina, 1976, and all amendments thereto 
relating to the regulation of traffic on the street, or streets, to be constructed, reconstructed, altered or

PFOA, PFOS, PFHxS, PFNA, and HFPO-DA as contaminants with 
individual MCLs, and PFAS mixtures containing at least two or more of PFHxS, PFNA, 
HFPO-DA, and PFBS using a Hazard Index MCL to account for the combined and co­
occurring levels of these PF AS in drinking water. 

III. POINTS TO CONSIDER: 
1. EPA is setting enforceable Maximum Contaminant Level Goal (MCLG) at 4.0 parts per 

trillion for PFOA and PFOS for each individual parameter. 
2. For the following parameters PFNA, PFHxS, and "GenX Chemicals, EPA is setting the 

MCLGs and MCLs at 10 parts per trillion. 
3. The city's Pee River Regional Surface Water Treatment Plant is required to meet compliance 

with the new rule for these parameters by 2029.

THIS LOAN ASSISTANCE AGREEMENT is entered into as of the_ day of May, 2024, 

(the "Effective Date") between the SOUTH CAROLINA WATER QUALITY REVOLVING FUND 

AUTHORITY, a public instrumentality of the State of South Carolina (the "Authority"), and the CITY 

OF FLORENCE, a municipal corporation of the State of South Carolina (the "Project Sponsor"). 

W I TN E S S E T H: 

WHEREAS, the Authority is authorized by Title 48, Chapter 5, Code of Laws of South 

Carolina, 1976, as amended (the "Act") to administer the South Carolina Drinking Water Revolving 

Loan Fund (the "Fund") for the purpose of assisting Project Sponsors (as defined in the Act) in the 

construction of, among other things, public drinking water supply, storage, treatment and distribution 

facilities as defined in the Federal Safe Drinking Act, Title 42, United States Code, Section 300f et seq., 

as amended (the "Federal Act"); and 

WHEREAS, the Department of Health and Environmental Control (the "Department") is 

authorized by the Act to, among other things, develop a priority system and prepare an annual plan to 

insure compliance with the Federal Safe Drinking Water Act; and 

WHEREAS, on November 15, 2021, the President signed Public Law No. 117-58, the 

Infrastructure Investment and Jobs Act also known as the Bipartisan Infrastructure Law (the "BIL"), 

which provided supplemental appropriations for the Fund for drinking water infrastructure facilities; and 

WHEREAS, a portion of the funding provided under the BIL shall be used to address 

emerging contaminants in drinking water with a focus on perfluoroalkyl and polyfluoroalkyl substances 

("PFAS') through emerging contaminant capitalization grants under section 1452(t) of the Federal Act 

and under which this project is committed; and 

WHEREAS, the Act, as amended on May 28, 2010, authorizes the Authority to use amounts 

in the Fund to fully implement all requirements of the BIL for the Fund; and 

WHEREAS, the Authority is authorized by the Act to enter into agreements with Project 

Sponsors in order to finance Projects (as defined in the Act) and the Department is authorized to select 

projects to receive additional subsidization in the form of Loan Assistance, herein defined; and 

WHEREAS, the Project Sponsor proposes to perform an advanced PF AS Treatment Study 

(the "Study") described in Appendix "A" hereto (the "Project"), which Project will be part of the Project 

Sponsor's waterworks and sewer system (the "System ") ; and 

WHEREAS, pursuant to the BIL funding provision for emerging contaminants, the 



Department has selected this Project to receive additional subsidization in the form of Loan Assistance, 

herein defined; 

NOW, THEREFORE, BE IT AGREED AS FOLLOWS: 



LOAN ASSISTANCE PROVISIONS 

The Authority agrees to provide Loan Assistance, as defined below, to the Project Sponsor solely from 
appropriations granted to the state from the emerging contaminates capitalization grant, subject to the 
terms and conditions of this Loan Assistance Agreement, applicable laws, regulations and all Federal 
and State requirements now and hereafter in effect governing the use of this Loan Assistance. 

1. Loan Assistance Defined. Subject to the terms and conditions of this Agreement, the Authority 
agrees to make, and the Project Sponsor agrees to accept, the loan assistance herein provided for (the 
"Loan Assistance"), such term being defined as a loan which will not accrue interest and the 
principal of which is hereby forgiven in its entirety. The amount of the Loan Assistance is set forth 
in Appendix "B" hereto. 

2. Purpose Limited to Project. The Project Sponsor shall use the Loan Assistance only to pay the actual 
eligible costs of the Project. The Project scope is described in Appendix "A" and more specifically 
as approved in the Project files of the Department. The Project Sponsor shall make no modifications 
to the Project scope without the written consent of the Department, such consent to be made part of 
this Agreement. Except to the extent otherwise approved in writing by the Department and made part 
of this Agreement, only the costs shown in the Project budget set forth in Appendix "A" shall be 
allowed and only in the amounts provided for each category. Loan Assistance may not be used to 
pay for labor performed by employees of the Project Sponsor. 

3. Disbursements 

(a) Requests for disbursement shall be made by the Project Sponsor to the Department on forms of 
the Department, and shall be accompanied by such invoices and other proofs of incurred costs as 
the Department may reasonably require. The Project Sponsor shall comply with all requirements 
of the SRF Disbursement Package, except for items relating to construction, when submitting 
draw requests to the Department. 

(b) The Authority shall make disbursements to the Project Sponsor under this Agreement only after 
receiving each Department approved draw request. The Authority shall incur no liability to the 
Project Sponsor in the event that the Department does not approve a draw request submitted by 
the Project Sponsor. 

( c) The Authority will exert its best efforts to disburse funds within seven (7) days of receiving such 
approved draw request, but no assurance is given by the Authority that such schedule will be met 
and the Authority shall incur no liability to the Project Sponsor for a delay. 

(d) The Project Sponsor shall receive and promptly disburse the funds to be provided hereunder as 

trust funds for the purpose of paying the eligible costs of the Project and for no other purpose. 

4. Budget Changes. Any change to the budget categories, the amounts therein, or increases/decreases 
to the total budget for the Project shown in Appendix "A" hereto, or to the Loan Assistance Amount 
shown in Appendix "B" hereto, shall require written approval by the Department and such approval 
shall be provided to the Project Sponsor and the Authority and shall be attached hereto and become 
a part of this Agreement without the requirement of further amendment. 
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5. Federal and State Requirements. The Project Sponsor hereby agrees to comply with the 
following requirements. 

(a) Civil Rights and Labor Standards and Requirements and use of Disadvantaged Business 
Enterprises (DBE) firms and Debarment or Suspension Prevention. (Executive Order 12549) 

(i) The Project Sponsor shall not be presently debarred for noncompliance with Federal Law 
and shall not award contracts to any firm that is presently debarred for noncompliance with 
Federal Law where the contract amount equals or exceeds the federal small purchase 
procurement threshold. 

(ii) The Project Sponsor shall require all prime construction contractors to certify that 
subcontracts have not and will not be awarded to any firm that is presently debarred for 
noncompliance with Federal Law, where the subcontract amount is expected to equal or 
exceed the Federal small purchase procurement threshold. 

(iii) The Project Sponsor shall require all contractors on the Project to comply with the 
Department of Labor's Safety and Health Regulations for construction promulgated under 
the Occupational Safety and Health Act of 1970 (PL 91-956) and under Section 107 of the 
Contract Work Hours and Safety Standards Act (PL 91-54). 

(iv) The Project Sponsor shall comply with the federal laws that prohibit discrimination in the 
provision of services or benefits, on the basis of race, color, national origin, sex, handicap 
or age, in programs or activities receiving federal financial assistance. These laws include 
Title VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964 ( 42 U .S.C. § 2000d), Section 13 of the 1972 
Amendments to the Federal Water Pollution Control Act (33 U.S.C. § 1251), Section 504 of 
the Rehabilitation Act of 1973 (29 U.S.C. § 794), and The Age Discrimination Act of 1975 
( 42 U.S.C. § 6102). In addition, 40 C.F.R. Part 7 (the federal regulation implementing Title 
VI of the Civil Rights Act of 1964, Section 13 of the 1972 Amendments to the Federal Water 
Pollution Control Act, and Section 504 of the Rehabilitation Act of 1973) shall also be 
complied with. 

6. Procurement Requirements. The Project Sponsor shall comply with all procurement requirements 
of law. 

7. Inspection and Completion 

(a) The Project Sponsor shall cause the Scope of Work identified in Appendix "A" to be completed 
and shall require all contractors to satisfactorily complete all work within the time stated in the 
executed engineering contract. Extension of any contract completion date requires the 
Department's approval. Any costs incurred as a result of a time extension which has not received 
approval by the Department shall not be eligible for Loan Assistance participation. 

(b) The Project Sponsor shall pay all costs to complete the Project not covered by the Loan 
Assistance. 

8. Viability. The Project Sponsor shall, to the satisfaction of the Department, have developed and 
implemented appropriate managerial and financial capacity mechanisms to ensure compliance with 
state and federal regulatory requirements (e.g., Safe Drinking Water Act, Clean Water Act). 
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9. Reporting and Information. The Project Sponsor agrees to complete and submit all information and 
reports, in such form and according to such schedule, as may be required by the Department or the 
Authority. 

I 0. Maintenance of Records . All pertinent Project records including, but not limited to, financial records, 
supporting documents and technical records for the Project shall be retained for a minimum of three 
years after the date of the final disbursement under this Agreement. However, if any litigation, claim, 
or investigative audit is started before the expiration of the three-year period, then all such records 
must be retained for three years after the litigation, claim, or audit is resolved. 

11 . Accounting and Auditing. 

(a) The Project Sponsor shall account for the Project according to Generally Accepted Governmental 
Accounting Principles (GAAP). 

(b) Within six months of the end of each fiscal year of the Project Sponsor in which any funds are 
received under this Agreement, the Project Sponsor shall submit to the Authority an annual 
financial statement audit prepared by an independent certified public accountant. The conduct 
of the audit and the audit shall be in accordance with Generally Accepted Auditing Standards as 
defined in the Government Auditing Standards, Comptroller General of the United States, July 
17, 2018 and revisions, updates, or successors thereto. A Single Audit, as required by OMB under 
the Uniform Administrative Requirements, Cost Principles, and Audit Requirements for Federal 
Awards in 2 CFR Part 200, Subpart F, may be necessary for each year federal funds are disbursed 
to the Project Sponsor under CFDA Number 66.468 . If the Project Sponsor conducts a Single 
Audit when federal money disbursed from the Fund is less than the threshold required for such 
audit, the Project Sponsor shall submit to the Authority, within thirty (30) days of its completion, 
any findings and recommendations pertaining to money from the Fund contained in such Single 
Audit. Any Single Audit conducted by the Project Sponsor shall also be submitted to the Federal 
Audit Clearinghouse within thirty (30) days of its completion. 

12. Release of Responsibility. The Project Sponsor shall undertake the Project on its own responsibility 
and shall release and hold harmless the Authority, the Department, the State and their officers, 
members and employees from any claim arising in connection with the design, construction or 
operation of the Project including any matter due solely to the negligence of any of these parties. 

13. Access and Inspection. The Project Sponsor shall provide access to the Project work whenever the 
Study is in preparation or after completion and provide proper facilities for access and inspection. 
The Project Sponsor shall allow the United States Environmental Protection Agency, the Inspector 
General of the United States, the Department and the Authority, or any authorized representative, to 
have access to any books, documents, plans, reports, papers, and other records pertinent to the 
Project. The Project Sponsor shall cause its engineers, contractors, auditors and employees to 
cooperate during such inspections and make available all materials relevant to the review, 
examination or audit of the Project and compliance with this Agreement. 

14. Other Agreements. The Project Sponsor shall comply with all terms and conditions of any 
construction contracts or engineering agreements affecting the Project and its operation. 

15 . Compliance with Governmental Authority. The Project Sponsor shall comply with all environmental 
laws, rules and other provisions of legal force and effect and all such other provisions which govern 
the Project. 

16. Review and Inspection of Work. Any audit or review of the Study and any inspection of the work 
shall be for the convenience of the Department only in order to determine that they are within the 
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approved scope of the Project. No such review and inspection, approvals and disapprovals shall be 
an undertaking by the Department of responsibility for design or evaluation. 

17. Sanctions. If the Project Sponsor does not comply with the provisions of the Agreement, the 
Authority, upon receipt of written instructions by the Department, may take any or all of the 
following actions: (a) require repayment of all or a portion of any Loan Assistance provided; (b) 
require the Project Sponsor to take corrective actions to comply with this Agreement; ( c) cancel , 
terminate, or suspend, in whole or in part, the Loan Assistance provided through this Agreement; or 
( d) terminate the entire Agreement. 

18. Severability. If any provision of the Agreement is found to be illegal, invalid, or unenforceable in 
any respect, the legality, validity, and enforceability of the other provisions of this Agreement shall 
not in any way be affected or impaired. 

19. Complete Agreement. This Agreement contains Appendices "A" , "B", and "C", and all subsequent 
written approvals of the Department that alter any information contained in any of the Appendices 
hereto. 

20. South Carolina Contract. This Agreement shall be governed by and construed in accordance with 
the laws of the State of South Carolina.

This project is intended to continue the current study/pilot phase of this project which is currently SRF 

Project No. 2110001-06 Pee Dee Regional WTP - Advanced PFAS Treatment Study. This current Project 

Questionnaire is to advance the project to Final Design and preparation of construction drawings and 

specifications. 

The existing Project No. 2110001-06 work is underway, with the PFAS pilot beginning operation at the 

Pee Dee Regional WTP in February 2024. The current schedule is to operate the pilot for 10-months, 

followed by production of a final summary report. The results of the pilot study will guide the 

technology selection for PFAS treatment and removal, and the scope necessary for the Final Design 

project. Additional background is provided below. 

In March 2023, the U.S. Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) released a proposed National Primary 

Drinking Water Regulation to establish legally enforceable levels, called maximum contaminant levels 

(MCLs), for six per-and polyfluoroalkyl substances (PFAS) in drinking water. The draft MCLs are 4 parts 

per trillion (ppt, also expressed as ng/L) of PFOA, 4 ppt for PFOS, and a unitless Hazard Index of 1.0 for a 

mixture of four PFAS: PFHxS, GenX Chemicals, PFNA, and PFBS. EPA has indicated that the regulation will 

be finalized by the early 2024, following a public comment and review period . Compliance will be 

required three years from the publication date, according to the draft regulation . 

The Pee Dee River Regional Water Treatment Plant (Pee Dee WTP) is a conventional surface water 

treatment plant owned and operated by the City of Florence, South Carolina (the City) . The plant began 

operation in 2002 with a permitted capacity of 10 million gallons per day (MGD) . The Pee Dee WTP is 

currently under design to expand from 10 MGD to 20 MGD with an anticipated construction start in the 

fall of 2024. 

PFAS concentrations in the raw and finished water at the Pee Dee WTP sampled in 2019, 2020, and 2022 

exceeded the proposed MCLs for PFOA and PFOS. Table 1 presents the historical data .

Conventional water treatment is not effective in removing PFAS. The City is currently eva luating three 

treatment alternatives in a pi lot st udy. The pilot study is testing t he remova l of PFAS t hrough Post-Filter 

Granu lar Activated Carbon (GAC) Contactors, Post-fi lter Ion Exchange (IX) Resin, and Post-filter Novel 

Sorbent. Pilot test ing will begin March 2024 and is expected to be com pl et ed by the end of 2024. 

The City wi ll use these Principal Forgiveness (PF) to fund planning and engineering of fu ll-sca le 

implementation of the best treatment alternative determined by the pi lot study.

As presented in Table 1, evidence of deficiencies have been est ablished based on the PFAS sampling 

result s obtained to date. PFAS levels in the raw and finished w at er from the Pee Dee WTP are above the 

currently proposed MCL's. 

PFAS are a group of synthetic chemica ls used in a variety of consumer, commercial, and industrial 

products. PFAS have been manufactured since the 1940s, and the uses of PFAS include nonstick 

cookware coatings, firefighting foams, and textile manufacture. PFAS have been linked to harmful 

human hea lth outcomes, including developmental delays in children, increased risk of certain ca ncers, 

and hormonal interference, among others. Because of the emerging research on these health concerns, 

many PFAS chemicals were removed from consumer product s in the early 2000s. Various industries 

turned to alt ernative chemica ls to meet the needs that these chemi cals fi lled and created new PFAS 

chemica ls, such as GenX. GenX and other PFAS chemica ls are now also under scrutiny fo r human health 

impacts. 
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PFAS chemicals have been detected in the air, soil, and water worldwide because of their widespread 

use. A 2015 survey by the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention indicated that 97% of Americans 

have a measurable level of PFAS in their blood. In addition to being widespread, PFAS chemicals are 

environmentally persistent, meaning that they do not readily breakdown over time, and they can 

bioaccumulate in plants, animals, and humans. 

The advanced treatment technology will be designed to remove these PFAS chemicals from the drinking 

water, and bring the levels down below currently proposed MC L' s.
